Problem solving: Authoritarian Observations, Test, Revise

Language to control behavior, Leads to understanding, clarity,
don’t ask questions answers derived not dictated

Vague, meaningless questions and Well-formulated questions lead to
speculations, rhetorical questions answers, understanding

No sense of individuality, “to-me-ness” Self-aware, observer-observed

“Ventriloquizing” VOICE OF Individuals speak for themselves
